SEPTEMBER 10, 2025, GARRISON, NY — Garrison Art Center (GAC) is pleased to present OBSESSIONS, Paintings on Paper,
an exhibition of works by Thomas Sarrantonio, his second exhibition at GAC, on view from September 20 - October 19, 2025.

Thomas Sarrantonio’s OBSESSIONS presents a selection of works on paper that explore color, light, atmosphere, and the
expressive qualities of paint. Some pieces serve as studies for larger compositions, while others stand alone as meditations on
perception and the subtleties of nature. His smaller works, painted directly from observation, capture the immediacy of place,
while larger studio paintings emerge from memory, imagination, and conceptual exploration.

The exhibition’s title reflects Sarrantonio’s focus on recurring subjects —sunrises, seascapes, fog, fields, and flowers—and his
own working habits. As a visitor to his studio once asked, “Are you obsessive?” the answer is all artists are. Through these
works, Sarrantonio invites viewers to slow down, engage deeply with the act of seeing, and reflect on the interplay between
perception and experience.

OBSESSIONS, Paintings on Paper will be on view in the Balter Gallery, concurrent with Out in Orient, an exhibition by Elizabeth
De Bethune in the Gillette Gallery.
